Tips for Using
the Lessons

® Consider having students fill
out “Word Inventory Sheets”
before each lesson.The headings
for such a sheet might be: Words
I Know, Words | Have Seen but
Don’t Really Know; New Words.
Students can list the vocabulary
words and probable meanings
under the headings.
